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June Meeting Minutes

The Meeting of the Sacramento Area Beekeepers Association was called to order by President Robert
Rollins at 7:37 p.m. on June 19, 2007 at the Belle Cooledge Community Center. Guests Jim and Bernadette
Long were welcomed—new beekeepers in the Florin area who captured a swarm a few weeks earlier.

The April Minutes were approved (moved Ernie Buda, 2d Howard Mann.) Treasurer Richard Cuny gave his re-
port: SABA has a balance in excess of $5,800, with little activity since last month.

Turning the time over to VP David Ogden, several items were discussed. The annual SABA Picnic will be held
July 14th at Miller Park from 10:00 a.m. --1:00 p.m., with lunch served at 11:30 a.m.

Program planning: David had ideas and solicited others for further SABA meeting programs, including: Sue
Colby, new head of the UC Davis bee lab; great enthusiasm for having Sonoma County beekeeper Serge Labesque
back very soon; someone to speak about Colony Collapse Syndrome, perhaps Dr. Eric Mussen (suggested to arrange
this for September so we can invite the public while manning the State Fair booth); a night to show and tell about
homemade tools and devices and methods "that work;" how to process beeswax; beeswax candlemaking (probably
needs an entire night); ideas on how to how to make a variety of Christmas gifts from bee products (probably not
later than October).

Nametags/Cards David showed some nametag samples, large enough to identify the SABA, the member's name,
and the area where they keep their bees. He will present a final example soon. Ernie suggested we look into SABA
business cards. Members felt we should have SABA business cards in time for the State Fair--not to have out on
the counter, but to hand out to those who stop to talk and are truly interested. Howard will prepare a prototype for
viewing at the Picnic.

President Rollins then went over the current committee assignments. Ernie Buda volunteered to be on the
State Fair Committee and liaison with the Fair officials now that we have lost Ruth Anne Rose. Mil Sutter volun-
teered to be the hospitality/refreshments coordinator. Jim Long volunteered to help set up the club website.
[Others who've since volunteered to help with the State Fair committee include: Pam Hill, Chair; Ernie Buda,
Howard Mann, George Bleekman , Nancy Stewart, Dennis Larson and Mil Sutter. Connie Rose and Dexter, who
helped RuthAnn last year, are also willing to help again this year.] If you were not at the meeting, please get a
committee assignment sheet and ask yourself where you might volunteer!

Howard Man reported that the Sacramento County Fair was very successful and thanked all who helped. They
collected a good list of visitors who are interested in Beekeeping classes.

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Honey Extraction: Uncapping Equipment

Excerpts from article Uncapping Honey Frames by Ann Harman, published in Bee Culture, 5/1/03.

“let s get down to the business of uncapping honey to get it ready for the extractor. ... this year you may wish to try
out something new, either in an uncapping tool or in uncapping tanks. ...

“It is true that you can use a long kitchen knife of some sort. But just using one knife is not going to be efficient. One
problem is that you want to uncap warm honey, straight from the hive or a warm room, and the knife is cold. A cold
knife drags its way through the cappings and honey, putting extra stress on your arm and wrist. Besides, the handle
and blade are in a straight line. You will end up banging your knuckles on the frame or getting them awfully sticky as
they plow through the honey that is being uncapped. Cold knife? Here you must make a decision - find a second knife
in the kitchen drawer so one can be kept warm in a pot of hot water while the second, warmed knife is doing the uncap-
ping. ... [or you can get a heated knife]

...” a thermostatically-controlled heated knife is expensive. And ... One definite problem is that if you are a slow uncap-
per you will scorch honey. And scorched honey not only tastes terrible (much worse than burned toast) but you cannot
remove that scorched taste. Honey that remains on the knife while you are putting the uncapped frame in the extractor
and getting the next capped one out of the super will scorch and impart that flavor to the new capped frame. If you are
delayed between frames, give the blade a quick wipe to remove the adhering honey. ... Here is perhaps the biggest
mistake beekeepers make with an electrically-heated knife: knocking the honey and cappings off the knife on the side
of the bucket or uncapping tank. So many people uncap one side of a frame and 'bang, bang,' uncap and 'bang, bang.'
After not too many 'bang, bangs' the knife goes cold. ... A hot filament is very fragile and will break with too much of a
shock. ... Treat your electrically-heated uncapping knife gently and it will last many years. ...

“One simple way out of the problem of heated knives is to use a capping scratcher. Some beekeepers prefer this method
of uncapping. It really is quick and easy, and keeps the honey cool - no chance of a scorched flavor. In fact, if you use a
heated knife you will need to have a capping scratcher handy for any low places on the comb. You will have to learn
just how deep to scratch so that you do not damage foundation if you are using wax. Scratching can indeed be faster
than when using a knife. By the way, you can buy cheap, flimsy scratchers that break entirely too easily or you can buy
a wonderful scratcher that won t break even if you stomp on it. Get the best. ...

“Uncapping is a technique that must be practiced whether you are using just any old kitchen knife or the latest auto-
matic, mechanical uncapper. One decision you will have to make, if you are using a knife, is whether you will be an
'upcutter' or a 'downcutter.' This refers to the direction you are going to uncap when you are using a knife. Each has its
staunch supporters. Actually since the frame should be tilted so that the cappings fall into the uncapping tank, the an-
swer to the question just depends on what seems the most comfortable to you. And listen politely to those who cut the
opposite direction from what you have chosen.

“Now that your uncapping tool has been selected, what are you going to uncap into? Keep in mind that you are cutting
off a mixture of perfectly good honey and some quantity of beautiful wax. Some of the honey is going to drain out of the
wax and will have to be removed, strained and put into containers. Since we have been talking about comfort for this
uncapping task, if you do not use a mechanical uncapper, you will want your uncapping tank to be at a suitable height
for you. Take a little time to do that and your honey harvest will be pleasant instead of backbreaking.

“For those of you with just a few hives, a simple uncapping container is a 5-gallon plastic bucket with a gate. Now you
need to make a support for the frame. Simple. All you need are four 8-penny nails and one 12-penny nail, all galva-
nized, plus a stout, clean piece of wood. This piece of wood has to be long enough to sit across the top of the bucket. A
piece of clean pine about 1-1/2 by 1-1/2 inch will do fine. Sit the stick about 1/3 of the way across the top of the bucket.
Two 8-penny nails will be pounded into one end of the stick so that they straddle the side of the bucket. The other two
will be put near the other end in the same manner. Thus the stick now cannot move. The bigger nail will be pounded in
the stick in the opposite direction, sticking up, in the middle of the distance between the sides of the bucket. It takes
much longer to explain than to make. The bigger nail is the support for the end bar of the frame. The cappings can fall
into a coarse strainer made of netting set across the top of your pail and will drain fairly clean honey into the bucket.
The wet cappings can be gathered and cleaned further and the honey in the bucket can now be strained through some
fine nylon cloth.

“The equipment catalogs have some wonderful sturdy, plastic uncapping tanks suitable for the hobbyist ..... definitely
worth the price in convenience. ... Larger, stainless steel uncapping tanks are available for those with many hives.

[Editor’s note: Or for those of us with just a couple of hives, a large cookie sheet & large stock pot work!]




Honey Recipe of the Month
Berry Striped Pops

2 cups strawberries 3/4 cup honey
6 kiwi fruit, peeled & sliced 12 3oz. paper cups or popsicle molds
2 cups peaches, peeled and sliced 12 popsicle sticks

Purée strawberries with 1/4 cup honey in blender or food processor. Divide mixture evenly between 12 cups or
molds. Freeze about 30 minutes or until firm. Meanwhile, rinse blender; and purée kiwifruit with 1/4 cup honey.
Repeat process with peaches and remaining 1/4 cup honey. When strawberry layer is firm, pour kiwifruit purée
into molds. Insert Popsicle sticks and freeze about 30 minutes or until firm. Then pour peach purée into molds
and freeze until firm and ready to serve.
