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has been slowing down egg laying since the middle to end of June. As the
brood production slows, pollen coming in is stored so you should see frames of stored pollen
in the hives. This pollen will be used for rearing mid to late fall brood by the bees. The main
nectar flows in the area have slowed or ended and for the rest of the year the bees will be
compacting the brood nest down and moving honey up above. As honey is capped off it's
time to pull it off and extract or package as comb honey. Keep an eye out for signs of mites
such as deformed wings as this time of year the bees brood production is slowing but the
mites production is still increasing so we will see a greater percentage of mites per bee
population now. Do your mite drop counts and start your own methods of treatments, if any,
from now through the end of October as honey gets pulled off the hives.

The Meeting of the Sacramento Area Beekeepers Association was called to order by President Ernie Buda at 7:30 p.m. on July 21,
2009, at the Belle Cooledge Community Center. He welcomed visitors and new members.

V.P. Dave Ogden went over details of the SABA Picnic on July 25" at Harry Laidlaw Bee Lab at U.C. Davis. SABA will make the
presentation of its $1,000 research donation at that event. Dean Stapleton brought honey wine this evening to sample. Thanks!
Ernie held the sobriety checkpoint the door.

The Program was presented by Cheryl Buckwalter and Christy Tveit, Cheryl is a landscape designer who runs Landscape Liaisons
in Cool (530-887-9887, landscapeliaisons@sbcglobal.net). Christy is a second generation landscape architect. Her company is CT
Design Studio of Nevada City (530-470-0784), christy@ctdesignstudio.com). They both do residential work as well as big pro-
jects like the one they spoke about tonight.

They showed us their work in making a plan for the Ha&agen-Dazs bee-friendly garden design competition at UC Davis. This was a
nationwide design competition to create a one-half acre Honey Bee Haven garden at the very Laidlaw Honey Bee Research Facility
where we will soon be for the SABA picnic. The goal was to create a pollinator paradise and help resolve seasonal food shortages
for the ( bee) residents of the bee lab. The half acre site needed to have permeable walkways to reduce runoff, be accessible, have
year round food sources for the bees and teach visitors how to attract bees and show how compatible and desirable bees are in a
garden. Their design was amazing. They shared their resources from plant lists to web site to learn more about native, drought
tolerant, and other bee attractants. When we read about a plant that we really like, they remind us to check the Sunset Garden
Book or other source to be sure it will thrive in our specific environment. One great site at UC Berkeley is
hitp://www.cnr.berkeley.edu/urbanbeegardens/index.html; they have an exhaustive Abee plant list@ and loads of information
and ideas for urban bee gardens. Cheryl and Christy also point out that the site has reference to h ow much pollen and nectar the
different plants provide.

Bees like variety; gardens with ten or more species of plants attract the most bees. Yet at the same time, they prefer grouping of
like flowers. (Picky!) White, yellow, blue and purple flowers seem to attract the most native pollinators. A good source for native
plants is All Things Wild (http://www.allthingswildca.com). In their design entry for Bee Haven and in all of their work they strive for
Ariver-friendly landscaping@, Aa holistic approach to landscaping that works with nature to reduce waste, prevent pollution@, and
support rather than diminish the Sacramento River watershed. It emphasizes native plants or others that use less water; compost-
ing, mulching and recycling; and enhancing wildlife habitat (as in creating food for pollinators like honeybees!) Their design was
not selected, but they learned a great deal doing it and we enjoyed seeing it and learning more about gardening for bees.

After the presentation, Nancy Steward circulated the State Fair booth sign up sheet, and we had our break.

The BUSINESS MEETING began with the Treasurer=s Report by Treasurer Dennis Larson. The balance is approximately $4,700.
We have the Bee Lab donation to make, and a number of bills to pay. Dennis estimates a balance of $2,700 after debits. Please
check for, AND RETURN, and book from the SABA Library that you have finished with.

Ernie reviewed some of the presentations over the past month, including by Dave Ogden and Brian Fishback. Upcoming public
events include, of course, the State Fair, the Gold Country Fair in Auburn, and the 2™ SABA Open House on September 20".

The SABA election cycle is not far off. Nominations for the four elected offices (President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treas-
urer) will be made at the October general membership meeting. The President is responsible no later than the October meeting to
have appointed a Nominating committee of one or more persons that will be responsible for confirming with all nominees that they
accept the nomination; to have at the November meeting printed ballots; to issue ballots to members eligible to vote and to subse-
quently tally the ballots. The ballot results are to be presented to the President. The President will announce the results of the
election 7 no vote tally numbers will be announced.

You do not need to be present at the nomination meeting to have your name entered into nomination. Should a member be nomi-
nated for more than one office that person shall be required to select which office if any to vie for. Each nomination shall be re-
quired to have a second. Should, following the poling of nominated persons there be no one accepting nomination for any office,
the nominating committee in conjunction with the Executive Board shall seek a suitable candidate for that/those office(s).
