SPIDER REPLY BY ERIC MUSSEN 

 

Can you give me any suggestions on things that I can do to reduce my black widow problem?  I found maybe 8 or 9 huge black wid-
ows under the screen bottom boards, they have been feasting.  They are relentless and I don't know how to give them an incentive to 
stay away. 

If the spiders were simply offspring of the previous generation in your apiary, we might be able to accomplish something by killing the 
current inhabitants.  However, you may have noticed on some breezy days white, long wisps of spider web floating through the air.  
That is the way that newly hatched spiderlings distribute themselves throughout the environment.  Black widows use that method.  
So, they are "ballooning" into your area and crawling around until they find an undisturbed, dimly lit, protected spot to set up her web.  
Your hives are presenting those environments.  If it happens that spider food comes into the area, all the better.  I bet you will find a 
bunch of the white spider droppings under the hives, too. 

If you look frequently, you can find the spiders when they are smaller, but they are simply a part of the natural environment, and I 
don't know how to keep them away from beehives.    As you might guess, most California beekeepers suffer numerous black widow 
bites over their careers.  Each consecutive bite is less traumatic than the previous one.  Our beekeepers don't fear those bites nearly 
as much as they fear rattle snakes that frequently spend their days under the beekeepers' pallets.       Eric.

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WANTED  
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FALL  CLEAN  UP AND  PREPARATINS  FOR SPRING   

What I wish I had done a few months ago  

PART I  

òWishingó is NOT an active reality-based strategy. Many beekeepers, especially the hobby type, approach beekeeping as something 

that can be put off until another day, perhaps tomorrow, and when tomorrow dawns another task appears more imperative so the bees 

and anything related are put off for yet another day.  In some cases of management this may work for some tasks and for a lim ite d 

amount of time, but when one works with living organisms, waiting can prove fatal and often costly to the bottom line.  

In the  business of Real Estate, òlocation, location, locationó, as a stated  strategy to follow when attempting to be successful has over 

time proven to be a key ingredient for success.   Similarly, in beekeeping a prudent strategy to follow is, òproactive, proactiv e, proac-

tiveó, or keeping ahead of the bees & maintaining sanity at the same time  is imperative to sound management in the apiary.  Do you 

ever feel rushed in working with the bees?  Following is what one beekeeper feels is necessary to manage his apiary in the fa ll of each 

year.  Without question, ask another beekeeper and you will receive, free of charge, other effective ways to manage the apiar y.  The 

bottom line is select and choose the management strategies best suiting the needs of your bees and your available time and ob jectives.  

Remember, this is agriculture and the natural clock does not slow down or stop simply because you have other priorities.  

SEPTEMBER/OCTOBER  

The Bees   Take care of your bees and they will take care of you.  

Your bees are the reason you are a beekeeper.  They deserve your most dedicated attention, year round and especially moving i nto  the 

winter months.  

THE COLONY .  The woodenware ð brood box, frames and foundation, supers, inner cover, top cover,  screened  bottom board, hive 

stand, etc.,  provide a home for the bees which should be the best you can offer.   Inspect your brood box & supers for durab ili ty.  Is the 

wood rotten at the joints or along the top and or bottoms of the sides?  Is the woodenware weathered with the paint peeling? Hav e you 

cleaned the òverminó from the joints and unions of the boards making up the box?  Do joints need nailing?*.  Use a blow torch to òfryó 

those areas where the boards come together on the outside/ inside, but be careful not to compromise the wood by being too zea lous. The 

wood will ignite!  

Now is the time to discard or repair and paint your investment.  Rain coupled with cold weather and dry rot will put your bee s at risk. 

Remember, youõre the landlord and as such are responsible for providing a good home for your tenants.  In paint departments of H ome 

Depot and other stores, mistakes in preparing custom paints are sometimes made.  Their mistake is your chance at a discount.  Paint 

the woodenware with exterior latex of a good quality and remember the bees donõt care in what color house they live.  I use pain t sold 

at discount prices from Loweõs or Home Depot.....colors that do not attract the publicõs attention.  My hives do not shout out, òHere I 

am, knock me overó, or ò I am a potential threat to the neighborhood, call animal control because my pets and children are at riskó. 

EXTRACTING .  Have you extracted your honey? Extraction methods are a matter of choice dependent upon location, time, ambient 

temperature, number of frames involved, equipment availability, equipment cost, etc.  The subject of extraction is an issue, if explored 

here, would make this article too long.   I extract only once a year in September and although this may seem late,  we still enjoy warm 

days even into October.  However, as we move through  October you will find that youõre running out of time unless you have access to 

a heated honey house or similar site. My honey house is not heated so I must take advantage of the heat build up within the b uil ding 

on hot summer days.    Cold weather is NOT a good time for extraction because honey becomes very viscous and may crystallize at 

lower temperatures. Once most of your honey is out of the comb, some of that comb remains òwetó with honey residue and this honey 

must  be cleaned out before storage. **    One cleaning method would be to place the wet comb/frame in an empty super and place tha t 

super on the hive from which it came.  When the hive bees have cleaned most of the honey from the wax, remove and freeze the 

frames/comb for 48 or more hours (even all winter if you wish) then either store the frame/comb for spring use or if the comb  is dam-

aged, remove the damaged comb and store it in a sealed container  

*Try wood screws instead of nails because these are less likely to work  their way out over the extended life of the hive . 

**Robbing may become a problem.  To reduce the robbing stimulus (destructive to weak hives) it is not sound practice to leave  the wet comb in the open 

apiary.  However, I find that during a honey flow open comb with honey often goes untouched.  

for melting, either with your solar melter (summer only) or another method.   Never discard bees wax, itõs valuable for many uses. Wax 

moth eggs are nearly always present in comb with honey and pollen and will hatch if not killed by freezing. Storing comb with  honey 

and pollen residue is similar to inviting wax moths to an òall you can eató party. Storage of your frames with usable comb can be ac-

complished by utilizing  PARADICHLOROBENZENE  moth balls available at WalMart  (read the product contents on the box) as a 

winter control for wax moths. In a well ventilated area,  place several balls in an old, clean sock with no holes then tie it  at  the open 
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end. Place this sock on the top bar(s) of  the highest super over all the boxes beneath.*   Seal the entire stack with plasti c sheet-

ing.  How long?  All winter if you desire.  These units must be aired out at least two days before their use in the spring.  Residue 

in the wax?  Minimal if at all.  When spring rolls around the balls will have completely sublimated and as the temperature in-

creases the wax moth may again attack the stored comb.  Of course if you have a giant freezer you can freeze all of the frame s 

for the entire winter season.  I purchased a small chest freezer for this very purpose.   

FEEDING  FOR FALL :  Detecting the availability of forage in the fall is sometimes difficult. Watch the foraging bees as they 

enter the hive.  Are they bringing in lots of pollen in their pollen sacs?  Inspecting the hive for stored food may be adequa te but 

to be proactive  I begin feeding my bees a constant supply of  cane sugar water ,  2 parts sugar to 1 part water brought almost  to 

a mild boil.  Let the solution simmer until the fluid is clear.  It is now òsuper saturatedó.  To this solution I add Fumagillin -B for 

fall and  early spring feeding as a proactive strategy which will a) along with  pollen substitute allow a fall build up of f ood if 

needed, b) support fall brood building  (October is very late for brood building with the objective of raising òwinter beesó),  c) 

control Nosema ceranae   &  Nosema apis  .  Nosema is a small unicellular gut parasite that will destroy the colony.  Before 

adding the Fumagillin -B to the solution the fluid must cool to the touch. This preparation is expensive, but not as expensive as  

losing a hive. I am unable to detect Nosema ceranae because there are no external symptoms.  I treat the hives because òI sus-

pectó the parasite may be present.  Directions for preparation and use come with this òveterinary use onlyó product.  My system 

for feeding sugar water is simple. I use a 76 mm (3 inch) door lock drill to cut a hole in my top covers.  The hole accepts a n i n-

verted Mason Jar & its screw -on cover. I do not use the òwell typeó internal feeder.  The external Mason jar quart feeder allows 

visual inspection for fluid level without opening the outer cover. I also deliver either real pollen or a pollen substitute ( pat ties) 

such as Mega Bee or similar. There are several pollen substitute formulations on the market and  ò Pay your money and take 

your chanceó are the code words.  If the bees do not accept the pollen or substitute (patties) they may not need it, hence I cease 

feeding for a time until they will accept it.  Also, your delivery system may not be attractive to the bees so you will have to ex-

periment and choose the method which best fits your strategy.  

PARASITES:   Varroa.  There are many parasites which plague honey bees and I will address only varroa in this section. Using 

one or more of the several methods** of detecting varroa in your hive(s), a beekeeper can and MUST BE  proactive  in treating 

for this destructive parasite.  You MUST reduce the adult parasite load prior to moving into winter.  I use a natural product  

called, APIGUARD.  The delivery system is simple.  Each treatment is housed in a 4ó X 4ó aluminum container about 6/16ths of 

an inch high.  Inside the container is a gel like substance, Menthol, which releases fumes as it works to cause mite drop.  A n-

other natural system is called API LIFE VAR which is thymol in the form of an evaporated tablet.  Both are expensive methods 

to use compared to the relative costs of powered sugar.  I find APIGUARD to work effectively as a control.  No treatment ap-

pears to òcureó the problem of the mites and òcontroló is the best we can hope for.  To use either of these effectively, the top 

cover of the hive must be raised with a òshimó  approximately 1 inch from the hive body or super.  This is easily accomplished 

by making your own shims.  I recycle old hive bodies by slicing the entire hive into several 1ó shims.  These each have the di-

mensions of the top rim of any standard hive.  When one shim is placed on the top rim of the hive to be treated, the top 

cover will be elevated approximately 1 Ĳ+ó higher than the top bars of the frames beneath. This is an adequate 

space to place a container with dry protein substitute (or protein patty) container as well as the APIGUARD (or other) canist er.  

My strategy is to employ this  method twice yearly, once in the spring and once in the fall.  

There are many more tasks before you are ready for the colder parts of the year.  Other management tasks can be accomplished 

during the winter months when the bees are not as demanding of your attention. Part II of this article will address some of 

these òchoresó along with hive site location, hive alignment on its stand/pallet, ventilation and screened bottom boards, insula-

tion, varmits, cleaning frames, rewiring and foundation embedding and more if space permits.  If there is a topic you would l ike  

to have me address, fell free to send an e -mail to me at Bleekman@surewest.net.  I am by no means an expert, but will attempt 

to provide reasonable answers to your questions if I feel qualified.
